SUMMARY 

The Queensland Department of Infrastructure, Local Government and Planning have 
released a funding pool (Works for Queensland Program) to be allocated to Councils outside 
the south-east corner of Queensland. Rockhampton’s allocation is $9,380,000. This report 
considers projects to be allocated to this fund.  Applications close on 24 February 2017.
